1. The 32" Annual Greater PhiJadelphia Bowling Senate’s Handicap Tournament will open Saturday, March 29, 2008 and will continue six (6) weekends, ending Sunday, MAY 4, 2008
upon completion of the 10:00 P.M. squad.

2. This Tournament is open to ail bowlers sanctioned by USBC/TNBA.

3. Al contestants will use their highest sanctioned Jeague average of 2006 provided they bowled 2§ games or more. AH others will use the scratch average of 210, 1f a bowler has no 2007
average, the bowler may use this year's highest average of 21 games or more as of the date of participation in this tonrn 1.
4. Failure to use the proper book average shall disqualify the team if average submitted is lower than uctual average, or prize winning will be based on submitted average. Any change in 2

score must be made to Tournament Officials within 24 hours after bowling.
3. Any bowler without an established league average can enter this tournament with a sceatch of 210 providing they purchase an unattached membership card before howling.

6. Standings for prize list will be based on TOTAL pins for three (3) games bowled on one pair of lanes, plus 100 percent handicap of 420 scratch. Mipimum entering average for men is
130 and 130 for women. Prize fund returned 100 percent. PRIZE RATIO IS 1 IN 10,

7 Tournament Officials reserve the right to accept or reject any entry during the entire tour The Tour i reserves the right to make any decisions iv emergencies.

8. FINAL ENTRIES AND RE-ENTRIES WILL CLOSE AT 10:00 P.M. SUNDAY MAY 4, 2008. PAID ENTRIES MUST BE IN 10 MINUTES PRIOR TO CLOSING.

9. Re-entries are alfowed. Bowlers may cash with the same partner once but may cash with a change of partners as many times as they make 2 change. Option singles-cash once.
USBC Rule #315.

10. Should a tie occur for first place, after all teams have completed the final squad on Sunday May 4, 2008 at 10:00 P M. the two teams will split the first and second place prize money.
i, Premature termination of the tour brought about by a national emergency or other reasons beyond the controf of Tournament Management shall cause the prize schedule to be

prorated. 1t is also agreed that there shall be no tiability on behalf of the GREATER PHILADELPHIA BOWLING SENATE. ALL PRIZES SCRATCH AND BANDICAP SHALL BE
PAID AT THE SAME TIME.

12. The Touruament Director and Management shall have authority to re-rate any entrant subject to the provisions of USBC Rule 319 a, b, ¢, d prior to bowling. Re-ratings and
tournament winuings for male and female bowlers of $609, or more in the previous 12 manths must be reported. USBC Rule 319 & 2 shall apply to all bawlers (10 pin clause will be
enforced) at time of bowling. No summer averages will be accepted. SS ber will be requested if individual winnings total $600.00 or more. Failure to give SS number will cause
forfeiture of winnings.

13 Cantents of these rules and regulations are subject to change without netice; however, such change will be posted 2t the bowling lanes. Agdditions) copies will be available for

14. No more than one PBA/LPBT member, on the same team and no more than one employee of Center Lancs on the same team. No employee or PBA/LPBT member may bowl in the

optional singles. No employee on the day he/she conditions the lanes will be allowed to bowl on said day.

15. Verification of averages must be reccived within 10 days after the closing of the tournament.
